) Prior to October of 2015, few people in the Midlands
worried about flooding, but the 1,000 year storm that
il began on October 4th and continued throughout most of
that month changed all that. Hurricanes have become
more prevalent and have turned backyards into swim-

4 ming pools as shown in this picture of flooding from
Hurricane Michael in early October of 2018.

Floods can wreak havoc in many ways to property and even life and limb. Torrents of polluted
stormwater pour into storm drains swelling waterways and making them murky with all types of
bacteria, sediment and contaminants. Septic systems, when flooded, contribute heavily to unsafe
water and pose big problems for septic system owners. What can be done to prevent septic sys-
tems from contaminating the ground, waterways and adding to the mess?

The South Carolina Department of Health and Environmental Control (DHEC) has provided a
guide for septic system owners to help them in protecting not only their septic system but also the
waterways we all depend upon for safe drinking water, recreation, travel and beauty. Please
click on the link below for a link to the article If Your Land and Septic System are Ever
Flooded, Follow This Advice.
